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After taking the Japanese Placement Test to measure Japanese language proficiency, DEEp-Bridge participants
register for required and semi-elective subjects that match their level as described below. Participants must earn 13

credits per term including the mandatory Research Seminar 2 credits. Japanese language and sport classes in
General Education Course are one credit.
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Students use the "4 skills" to obtain the Japanese language proficiency, knowledge, and practical skills necessary to
study and do research at the university level. While students prepare an oral presentation on their own research for the

end of the term and complete a research plan or a research paper, they will receive feedback not only from instructors
but also from their supervisors.
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Students may register for International co-learning classes that they did not take at Level 4.
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Please refer to the syllabi of General Education and specialized subjects in the faculties.
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
