An Introduction to Sino-Japanese Writings

Class Goals and Outline

Writing in ancient Japan began through the adoption and, later, adaptation of contemporary forms
of Chinese. During this process of appropriation, a very specific method took shape for annotating
the characters so they could be read in the Japanese grammatical order. Other adaptations
followed and this type of text, now referred to as “Kanbun”, or Sino-Japanese, became the general
style for a range of official documents well into the Meiji period.

Course Content

After an introduction to general grammatical rules, we will, in each week, read and analyze short
pieces of premodern texts.

Students are required to prepare their lessons before each class. Each student will present at least
one section of a premodern text (kakikudashi and translation). This presentation will comprise 60%
of the grade. The rest will be based on attendance and engagement in class activities.
