Specifically, I would like to work with students on issues of building rich relationships and living in harmony with people,
while practicing group work that incorporates theatrical techniques, either face—to—face or online. We expect face—to—face sessions, but
may introduce hybrid formats, including remote sessions, depending on the situation.
