3) Discuss: Is Human rights Education just an ideal?
If we think human rights and human rights education are just abstract concepts, human rights cannot be achieved. What should we do to
put this in practice?

4) Discuss: What are the most important of the UDHR's principles?
You can think about which right is the most important for you.
You will find some similarities and differences between you and your classmates.

5) Discuss: Is human rights effective?
If we did not have the concept of human rights, what would society be like?

6) Discuss: Should there be special rights for women?
Why do we need to think about women’ s rights? In order to answer this, we need to know the history and the development of women’ s
status and the rights.

Do you think we should protect children more? Why? We will refer to the UN Convention on the Rights of the Child, and discuss the rights
especially for children.

We discuss the definition of democratic
education and the relationships with human rights.
