This class will be
conducted in a high-flex format with face-to-face for Kobe
University students and remote real-time using Zoom for ICL
students.

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This lecture explores the relationship between modern
Japanese social structure and today’s Japanese ideology,
which determine the value system and everyday rules of
ordinary democratic minded people. This lecture is, in other
words, designed for those who wish to learn how Japanese
people accommodate other members of society and present
social structures. Ideology has tended to be thought as a
political matter. However, from a social psychological point of
view, we need to think about what determines our everyday
lives.
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
