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| Intercultural Training for Future Educators (Japanese)
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As society is increasingly globalized and diversified, even in Japanese educational settings, learners’ nationalities, cultures, and languages
become more diverse, so competencies to live, learn, and work with people from different cultural and social backgrounds have become

| more crucial than ever. In this course, students will explore the theories necessary for intercultural communication, deepen their

understanding of the influence of culture on their perspectives, ways of thinking, behavior, and values, and examine the nature of
intercultural relationships and communication through critical discussion on the perceptions surrounding intercultural communication.
Students will also deepen their understanding of the privilege of the Japanese as a majority group in Japanese society, and the concepts
of discrimination, prejudice, and stereotypes against others, and consider the role of educators in fostering citizenship in their students in
the current context of globalization.

This course will be conducted entirely in Japanese. N1 level of Japanese language proficiency is required since students will study and

| discuss academic concepts.
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The learning objectives of this course are as follows:

Students could

1. understand and explain key concepts in communicating and collaborating with people from different cultural backgrounds.

2. recognize their cultural background and social position and reflectively and critically analyze how it influences their perspectives,
thoughts, actions, and values.

| 3. explain how various aspects of their own identities, such as race, gender, language, and nationality, which are closely related to culture,
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influence power relations among individuals and groups, leading to discrimination and prejudice.
