Class Goals and Outline

This is an International Co-learning Seminar for international and Japanese students. Students
will explain the cultures of Japan and the international students' home countries. Rather than one
group of students unilaterally teaching the other, students will work together to prepare and conduct
presentations. By having students explain their cultures to peers of different social backgrounds and
values, the class aims to develop in them a deeper understanding of and respect for the students'
own and other cultures, and to foster the ethical outlook necessary to their future success in the
international community.
