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This class provides both international and domestic students with opportunities to learn from each other through thematic discussions
and collaborative projects. Interactions among students from diverse linguistic and cultural backgrounds are built into the learner—
centered lessons where different ways of thinking, values, communication as well as working—styles are embraced in this class. The class
will be conducted in Japanese, but English can be used as supplement.
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1. International students and domestic students will engage in lively discussions on themes and familiarize themselves with intercultural
communication skills.

2. Through group discussions and collaborative projects, students will learn how to work with people with different communication and
working styles and develop the sense of international teamwork.

3.Students are expected to improve their skills in strategically gathering, selecting and analyzing information and how to present them.
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Students will engage in discussions, work on group projects, and present their findings throughout this class.
