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The aim of this course is to gain comprehensive knowledge of international affairs while learning presentation skills. In today's global
society, a number of challenges persist. Security tensions between states are on the increase in various parts of the world, and disruptive
activities of terrorists and extremists are spreading across the globe. Yet cooperative efforts are also emerging. In particular, international
institutions have been established, in areas such as trade, investment, human rights, and the environment. On the basis of the
presentations made by students, this course aims to promote mutual learning among them on these latest developments.
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Students may make presentations on what they are interested in, since they are allowed to choose the topics of their presentations.
