Its influence makes it one of the most popular plays by William
Shakespeare. In this course, we will study the original English version of Shakespeare’ s play and consider a number of aspects of
renaissance English drama, world tragedy, ideas of romantic love, and the historical importance of the play for the invention of the modern
idea of the teenager. We will study a part of the play together each week in class and watch a number of film versions of the play to see
how it can be interpreted and performed. We will also consider some global adaptations of the play and its influence in Japan.
