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This course is held in cooperation with the SENDAI Young Entrepreneurs Group (SENDAI YEG), an organization of young entrepreneurs
from local companies in Sendai. This course is an international collaborative course; international students and domestic students
collaboratively learn through a group project. Students will visit a local company in Sendai, conduct research, and present solutions for a
problem of the company. This class aims to be beneficial not only for students and local companies, but also the Sendai community
through discussions and group work by international and domestic students that use their diverse perspectives. Through this course,
students will be able to have a better understanding of business in Sendai, and to develop employability by enhancing professional
competencies such as communication and problem—solving skills. Domestic students can improve their English language skills and cross—
cultural competency. International students can gain an understanding of Japanese business culture and Sendai’s local companies.

The language used in this course will be primarily plain English, supplemented by Japanese.
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By the end of the semester, students should be able to:

-Find problems, develop and propose solutions to the problems
