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| /+Learn about Japanese language and culture from diverse perspectives.

*Recognize differences and commonalities in values/worldviews among classmates with different linguistic and cultural backgrounds, and
learn to interact in a mutually considerate manner.
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/Students will listen to and interpret Japanese songs together, explain/discuss the questions and interpretations by international
students, and think about the culture and mentality underlying the songs. Students will write essays on them, sing songs together to

| reconsider/experience them, and introduce songs of their choice to others, providing background information and discussing what they
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like about them, etc. Songs will be drawn from both classic and currently popular songs, including songs of seasons, children’ s songs, and
J-POPs.
