In this course, students will gain a broad understanding of the relationship between migration and society from multiple
perspectives through discussions with classmates from different backgrounds. The course encourages students to share
diverse viewpoints and values, fostering mutual understanding and developing flexible thinking skills.

The course is divided into two main parts. The first part focuses on topics related to internal and international migration,
where students will learn theoretical knowledge and deepen their understanding of various aspects of migration through
discussions. In the second part, students will design and conduct a questionnaire survey on migration-related themes
and present their analysis results in groups.

These questions will be compiled and refined
into a single survey form, which will then be conducted as a class.
