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Objective and Summary of Class

This course aims to explore Japanese culture by introducing the origins of modern Japanese society and enhancing
students' understanding of the mentality of the Japanese people. This course operates under the assumption that
understanding local culture is an important first step in becoming a global citizen, and thus focuses on the traditional
culture of Miyagi prefecture. Students will learn about and discuss several concepts related to Japanese culture and then
analyze Suzume Odori (Sparrow Dance) using the cultural concepts discussed. Students will also learn how to dance the
Suzume Odori through classes and videos.
