This course is an intercultural collaborative program that examines the damage and recovery efforts following the 2011
Great East Japan Earthquake. Through guest lectures, fieldwork, and disaster prevention workshops, students will
develop essential disaster prevention and mitigation skills to respond to future disasters effectively.

Students are also expected to gain a deeper understanding of the challenges of evacuation center management and the
importance of disaster prevention in a multicultural society. As part of the course, all students must participate in the
fieldwork in Ishinomaki City, Minamisanriku Town, and Higashimatushima town areas affected by the disaster. (See
"Fieldwork" section for details.)

The course will be conducted primarily in English, with occasional use of Japanese for support. Students are required to
have sufficient English proficiency for discussions and dialogues. When Japanese is used, students will provide peer
interpretation to facilitate communication.
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By the end of the semester, students should be able to:
1. Understand more about the damage, evacuation, and recovery done in the Great East Japan Earthquake.
2. Through fieldwork in the affected areas, deepen understanding of disaster prevention and disaster
mitigation methods.
3. Develop plans for disaster prevention and mitigation from the viewpoint of multicultural
conviviality.
