Creating A New World with XR and the Metaverse Level4 (Intermediate)

Class Goals and Outline

"The Future of Learning Expands with XR and the Metaverse: A New Educational
Experience that Connects You to the World!"

In this course, you will harness cutting-edge XR technology and the Metaverse to engage in cross-
border collaboration. Work in real-time with students from around the world to create new spaces
for learning. How about transforming the knowledge you've gained to practice and experience the
future of education firsthand?

This course aims to "create a new world of education" by utilizing XR technology and the
Metaverse, allowing students from over 10 partner universities around the world to participate in
real-time and collaborate on the creation of a "Metaverse World."

At Tohoku University, we are pioneering a new era of education that transcends the limitations of
space and time, facilitating cross-cultural learning through XR technology.

The course focuses on three key points:

1. Domestic and international students will pair up or form groups to collaboratively create a
Metaverse world that introduces each other's cultures, deepening their knowledge and
understanding of both their own and other cultures.

2. By utilizing XR technology, students will engage in collaborative activities that incorporate
non-verbal communication (such as gestures and feedback), aiming to create interactive
presentations in immersive, realistic 3D spaces.

3. Students will have the chance to reflect on their own culture from an external perspective
by comparing it with other countries', while fostering interest in and respect for different
cultures.

This allows them to acquire the skills to
effectively convey cultural information within the Metaverse and master interactive and
innovative presentation techniques.

3. <Attitude / Interest>
"The culture you want to introduce might not be the one others are interested in
learning about."”
For example, while Japanese students may want to introduce traditional elements like tea
ceremonies or kabuki, overseas students may be more interested in learning about "club
activities" or "school festivals." These everyday aspects of Japanese life may seem
ordinary to those living in Japan, but how well can they be explained to people from other
countries?
In this course, students will actively investigate what other students are interested in, how
their culture is perceived, and collaboratively introduce these aspects. This will help
cultivate a deeper interest in and respect for other cultures. Moreover, through this
process, students will develop an ethical understanding necessary to thrive in a global
society and enhance their potential as future global leaders.

[Class Method]
This class utilizes XR and the Metaverse for group work, group presentations, discussions, and
sharing opinions with the entire class. VRChat will be used as the Metaverse platform.
Domestic students will participate in the Metaverse world using head-mounted displays (HMD).
