The term okaruto — the phonetic
adaptation into Japanese of the English word “occult” — is now used as part of the title of a
number of manga, novels, anime, and film, and as such is deeply ingrained in contemporary
Japanese culture. But what, in fact, does this term refer to? While for some it might evoke the
image of pre-modern or pre-scientific practices such as astrology and necromancy, others will
immediately associate it with phenomena unique to modern times, such as UFOs. In this course
we will consider yet another side of modern history through the lens of "the Occult," paying
special attention to the formation of categories such as “religion” and “science” after the 19th
century.
