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Creating a Short Film through International Collaboration (Japanese)
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This course aims to deepen multicultural understanding and develop intercultural communication skills by having
students collaborate in producing a short film. Students will create a plot based on a short story, develop a script, and
complete the filmmaking process, including shooting and editing. Through group-based creative work, they will learn
storytelling techniques and filmmaking fundamentals while enhancing teamwork and problem-solving abilities. The
course will be conducted in Japanese. A Japanese proficiency level of JLPT N2 or equivalent is required.
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1. By collaborating in creative projects, international and domestic students will deepen cultural understanding and
develop intercultural communication skills.

2. Through the process of adapting a short story into a film, students will learn storytelling techniques and the basics of
filmmaking, including scriptwriting, filming, and editing.

3. By solving challenges in film production and completing a project, students will develop problem-solving and project
management skills.
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The 15-week course will proceed as outlined below, but may be adjusted as needed based on the situation.
