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1. About Tohoku University and FGL|
Q1. What kind of school is Tohoku University?

A. Tohoku University was founded in Sendai City in 1907. Composed of 10 undergraduate
faculties/schools, 15 graduate schools, 3 professional graduate schools, and 6 research
institutes, it is one of Japan's most distinguished universities.

It employs about 6,600 teaching staff and has a student body of approximately 11,000
undergraduate students and 7,000 graduate students. This includes about 2,300 international
students from 99 countries and regions. (as of Nov, 2024)

The university has several unique traditions: “Research First”, “Open Doors”, and “Practice-
Oriented Research and Education”. This culture has given the world much original research and
many excellent graduates. For example, Koichi Tanaka, a graduate of the Tohoku University
Undergraduate School of Engineering, received the 2002 Nobel Prize in Chemistry.

Tohoku University was also among the first universities in Japan to open its doors to
international students, graduating two (from India and China) in 1911. This tradition continues
today, and the university is known for its broad acceptance of international students.

Q2. What are the Future Global Leadership (FGL) Undergraduate Courses?

A. FGL is a degree-conferring undergraduate program taught in English for 4 years. The program
recruits students from around the world who share an international perspective, desire to be
active on a global scale, and excellent fundamental academic abilities. We encourage students
who are interested in Japan and want to study at Tohoku University to apply.

Applicants will undergo a screening process, but no Japanese language proficiency is needed.

Financial support may be available for students who indicate they want it at the time of
application. The program also provides housing and opportunities for learning about Japanese
language and culture.

Q3. Where can | learn about the courses in this program in more detail?

A. The Tohoku University FGL program offers three courses: Advanced Molecular Chemistry
(AMC), International Mechanical and Aerospace Engineering Undergraduate Course (IMAC),
and Applied Marine Biology (AMB).

All three courses provide an environment where students can learn everything from the basics
of their field to the very latest knowledge under world-class instructors.

Students who satisfy the requirements of their course will earn a Bachelor of Science, Bachelor
of Engineering, or Bachelor of Agriculture, depending on the course. Career support is provided
for students wishing to enroll in a graduate program, or find employment, after graduation.

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Q4. How is Tohoku University's research regarded?

A.  Tohoku University is ranked 107" in the QS World University Ranking® 2025. This placed it
21%tin East Asia and 5" in Japan. In terms of research results, the QS World University Ranking®
2024 ranked it 85" in mechanical engineering, 50" in physics, and 97" in natural science.

Tohoku University was ranked 1%t in the Times Higher Education Japan University Rankings
2025 for five consecutive times. We were also approved by the Ministry of Education, Culture,
Sports, Science and Technology (MEXT) in December 2024 as a University for International
Research Excellence to be intensively supported to achieve world-class research standards. The
university's research is held in high regard, both domestically and abroad. Such results reflect
the university's tradition of "Research First."

2. Admissions (Eligibility) |

Q1. I'm from a country where secondary education is completed in 11 years. Can | apply to this
program?

A.  Whether you are qualified will depend on your academic records, so please contact us before
applying.

Q2. | want to apply, but | have been studying at an institution that is not a regular school.
Can | apply to this program?

A.  You are eligible as long as you hold one of the qualifications listed in the Application Guide,
such as an International Baccalaureate Degree, etc.

If you do not hold one of the listed qualifications, you may undergo screening by Tohoku
University to determine whether or not you are eligible to apply. When undergoing this screening,
you will be asked to submit your entire academic history, along with records of educational
achievements (transcripts, qualifications) at least one month before the application deadline.

Q3. | graduated from a foreign high school but underwent part of my education in Japan.
Can | apply to this program?

A. Aslong as you completed the 12" (final) year of the school education curriculum overseas,
and as long as you received education in Japan (or at a school for Japanese citizens overseas)
for equal to or fewer than six years, you are eligible to apply.

Q4. | graduated from a foreign high school, but | am a Japanese citizen.
Can | apply to this program? (This Q also applies to those with Permanent Resident status.)

A. Ingeneral, the program is only open to non-Japanese citizens (i.e. foreign nationals, excluding
those with Permanent Resident status). However, exceptions may be made for Japanese citizens
and foreign permanent residents under the following conditions.

For example, if you have undergone a full 12 years of education at a foreign school, and are
considered to have an educational background identical to that of an international student, you
may be eligible. Here, "foreign school" refers to a regular, local school in another country.
Students who went to schools based in Japan, or schools overseas that are recognized by
Japan's Minister of Education (e.g., high schools in foreign countries for Japanese citizens) are
not eligible.

If you wish to apply under this exception, you should contact us to confirm your eligibility in
advance. This also applies if you hold dual-citizenship in Japan and another country.
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Q5. | graduated from an International School (IS) in Japan. Can | apply to this program?

A. Yes. If you are not a Japanese citizen and have completed a 12-year curriculum at an IS
accredited by WASC, ACSI, CIS, NEASC or Cognia you are eligible to apply.

Also, if you attended a Japanese school for equal to or fewer than six years of your 12-year
curriculum, you are eligible to apply.

However, if you graduated from an IS school but hold Japanese citizenship or permanent
residency in Japan, you are not eligible.

Q6. What are the minimum exam score requirements for GCE-A level, IB, EJU, etc.?

A. There are no minimum score criteria for those tests.

For your reference, the IMAC-U website provides data showing submitted standardized test
scores and success rates in the 2™ Stage Screening.

3. Admissions (Application Documents, Selection Process)

Q1. How will Tohoku University contact me?

A.  Applicants will be contacted individually via the online application system message.

Q2. How do | pay the examination fee?

A. Alink to the payment service (e-shiharai.net) will be provided on the FGL website. You will
pay by credit card. The name on the credit card need not match your name. So, you can use a
credit card belonging to your parent/guardian. Please follow the instructions on the site to
complete payment.

Note that your application submission is not complete until the examination fee is paid, even
if all application documents have been submitted by the deadline. Be extremely careful.

Q3. Is it possible to submit IB or GCE English subject scores instead of TOEFL or other scores?

A. IB or GCE English subject scores cannot be submitted in place of TOEFL, etc.

However, applicants who have completed at least four years of recent education in
middle/high schools, etc. where the primary language of teaching is English may present a
document to that effect from the school's principal or guidance counselor in place of the test
scores described in (I) above. If you were enrolled in more than one school, each school should
provide a certificate indicating the length of time you were educated in English.

Please prepare and submit a certificate in the format designated by the university or in a
format including the following items (1) to (3).

(1) Name of the middle or high school
(2) Explanation and duration of education in English as a primary language (Start and end dates)
(3) Signature of the school's principal or guidance counselor and date of issuance

Q4. How is the 1st Stage Screening conducted?

A.  Submitted documents will be examined and applicants will be chosen based on whether or
not they possess sufficient fundamental academic abilities to study at Tohoku University.

Notification of screening results will be sent to each applicant through the online application system,
and examination numbers of successful applicants will be listed on the FGL website.
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Q5. How is the 2" Stage Screening conducted?

A. (1) The 2" Stage Screening is conducted online and consists of a written test and/or interview
to assess basic academic ability, level of motivation, and communication skills. The test will be in
English. You will need a computer equipped with a webcam and microphone.

(2) Notification of screening results will be sent to each applicant through the online application
system, and examination numbers of successful applicants will be listed on the FGL website.

1. What kind of classes can | take on this program?

A.  An outline of the curriculum is available on the FGL website for your reference. Also see the
General Education syllabuses for the previous year. You can refer to the syllabuses for

2. Will | be able to take classes together with Japanese students?

A. This program has no Japanese language requirement, but the curriculum is structured to
provide as many opportunities for interaction with Japanese students as possible.

With the exception of physical education, all General Education classes for FGL students are
conducted in English. Although no Japanese ability is required to enter the FGL program, the
curriculum offers Japanese language classes. There are also many classes in which FGL
students can learn about global issues and cultural differences together with Japanese students.

3. Can | transfer to a different course after entering this program?

A.  No. The FGL program uses a specialized admission process. As a result, you cannot transfer
to another course after entering. Please obtain sufficient information on each course before

4. | am currently enrolled at a university. Is it possible to transfer to an FGL course midway

A.  No, you cannot transfer to FGL as a 2™ or 3™ year student even if you have attended a
university. You would have to start from the first year.

5. Can | study Japanese at Tohoku University?

A. Yes, FGL students can study Japanese as a foreign language (10 credits). The credits earned
will count towards Tohoku University's graduation requirements.

We also provide a system for receiving language credits based on examination scores, such
as the Japanese Language Proficiency Test.
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Q6. Can | enter a Tohoku University Graduate School after completing this program?

A. Yes. Upon graduating from this program, you will receive a bachelor's degree in Science,
Engineering, or Agriculture, depending on your course. This qualifies you to enter graduate
school.

One of Tohoku University's defining characteristics is that most students with a STEM major
proceed to the graduate program after completing undergraduate studies. The percentage of
students who go on to graduate school averages 80-90% for the Faculty of Science, School of
Engineering, and Faculty of Agriculture.

For information on graduate school admissions, please see the website of the department you
are interested in applying to. It is also possible to enter graduate school in October instead of
April. Tohoku University has a support system that provides career consulting and employment
information to assist students with their post-graduation plans.

Q7. Do | have to buy a computer after enrolling?

A. Please obtain a laptop PC for use in classes. It will be necessary to bring a computer to class
if asked to do so by the instructor. Details, such as specification requirements, will be provided
during/after enrollment procedures.

Q8. Is there any pre-enrollment instruction?

A. From June to September there is the online pre-enroliment class. Conducted in a seminar
style, it includes classes on chemistry, mathematics, physics, and basic Japanese for everyday
life. Those who take this class will receive 1 credit. Japanese Government (MEXT) Scholarship
Students must take this class. It is optional for other students, but we strongly recommend it.
Details will be announced after admissions procedures.

5. Scholarships & Housing|

Q1. What kind of scholarships and other support are provided to students?

A. Tohoku University may provide any of the following financial support for students who indicate
they want them to receive a scholarship at the time of their application.

Scholarships:

1) International students who achieved excellent outcome on the entrance examination, and
meet the criteria specified by Japanese Government (MEXT), will be recommended for the MEXT
Scholarship.

* Recipients are awarded JPY 119,000/month for four years, and entrance and tuition fees are
waived. They will also receive an economy-class air ticket for travel between an international
airport in/near their country of citizenship and Narita International Airport upon enroliment
(arrival) and graduation (departure).

2) Except for recipients of 1) above, international students who have outstanding academic
records and characters, are eligible for the President Fellowship at Tohoku University. Recipients
will receive an equivalent amount to examination, entrance, and tuition fees for the first year, and
that to tuition after 2nd year, as long as a recipient maintain the qualification.

* This scholarship is paid every semester, not monthly. The monthly cost of living in Sendai for
the 1st year is typically JPY 70,000-80,000.

3) Self-financed international students, other than recipients of the scholarship described in 1)
above, who achieved an excellent outcome on the entrance examination, are of excellent
character, and for whom studying poses economic hardships, are eligible for the MEXT Honors
Scholarship for Privately Financed International Students (excludes those who underwent the 2™
Stage Screening in Japan, and those already living in Japan). Scholarship recipients will receive a
monthly stipend of JPY 48,000 for half a year after they enroll.

Housing:

FGL undergraduate students are given preferential access to the University House Aobayama
dormitory for their first two years. University House Aobayama rooms are inexpensive and furnished
with desks and beds. Details will be given during the enroliment procedures.

* All dorm rooms in a unit are single rooms. Friends and family of residents cannot stay with them.
The kitchens, showers, toilets, and laundry rooms are shared with other residents of the unit.

Dormitory fees (rent/maintenance/rental items) are approximately JPY 36,000/month. A deposit
(JPY 30,000) is required upon moving in. You must pay these fees yourself. Residents are also be
charged for utilities and living stipend, etc. each month.

* Smoking is prohibited everywhere in all dormitories.

From your third year, you will have to live in a private apartment. Rent is about JPY 30,000 -60,000
/month. You will also have to pay 1-3 months of rent as key money/deposit.

Q2. What is the President Fellowship system?

A. This is a unique scholarship system offered by Tohoku University to international students who
possess outstanding qualities in terms of both academic abilities and character.

By providing this scholarship, the system aims to promote enroliment by international students,
contribute to international diversity in the undergraduate curriculum, and foster leaders, both
foreign and Japanese, who will be active on a global scale.

The amount of the President Fellowship is an equivalent to the entrance fee and tuition for four
years, and provided at the end of a semester. If you are concerned about monthly living expenses,
you should arrange to receive financial support from your home country (parent/guardian,
government, etc.).

Q3. How do | apply for a scholarship?

A.  When submitting your online application, just select “Yes” to the question “Would you prefer to
apply for a scholarship(s)?” to apply. You will be notified of the scholarship screening outcome later.
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Q4. How much are living expenses in Sendai?

A. Sendai is a relatively inexpensive city compared with other major cities in Japan. Each month

you should budget about JPY 30,000 to 60,000 for rent, and an additional JPY 70,000 to 80,000
for other living expenses. If you are concerned about covering living expenses without relying on
scholarships or part-time work, please arrange to get financial support from your home country
(parent/guardian, government, etc.).

Q1. Where is Tohoku University located?

A. Tohoku University is located in Sendai City about 1.5 hours by train (Tohoku Shinkansen) from
Tokyo. Sendai boasts a lovely natural environment, and is considered one of the most pleasant
and livable cities in Japan. Most of the campuses are situated near downtown Sendai.

Q3. Am | allowed to work part-time?

A. Yes, students may work part-time if it doesn't interfere with their studies. International students
are allowed to work a maximum of 28 hours per week.

If you plan to engage in part-time work, you can apply for permission to do so when entering
Japan. Or, you can apply for permission at the Sendai Immigration Bureau. However, the class
schedule is extremely tight and it will take time to settle into your new life, so it will be difficult to do
part-time work soon after you arrive in Sendai.
