By planning
and carrying out a project with people from diverse backgrounds, students are expected to develop 1. intercultural
communication skills, 2. project management skills, 3.teamwork and leadership in a global context, 4. creativity, 5,
autonomy, and 6. critical thinking skills, while 7.deepening understanding about the Japanese comedy.
