Taking a topic-based approach; the instructor introduces debates relating to the
history of ideas in various periods and the more nuanced and accurate narratives
provided by recent scholarship. We will investigate the ways in which aspects of
Japanese thought such as “Shinto” have developed over time, and the ways in
which scholarly understandings and representations of these concepts have
changed. This course will introduce the student to the intellectual history of Japan
both as a body of knowledge, and as a methodology.
