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Deepening Understanding of Japanese Traditional Culture Using Plain Japanese (Japanese and English)
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This course aims to deepen students' understanding of Japanese traditional culture through hands-on activities using
plain Japanese. Students will explore the values rooted in Japanese culture, their influence on modern Japanese life, and
their linguistic connections to the Japanese language. This course is designed for both international and domestic
students. It provides international students with opportunities for cultural experiences and cross-cultural understanding,
while offering domestic students a chance to reinterpret their own culture. Additionally, we expect the course to function
as a platform where international and domestic students can actively interact and build friendships through cultural
hands-on activities.
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1. Students will be able to explain basic knowledge about Japanese traditional culture.

2. Students will be able to describe the values rooted in Japanese traditional culture, their influence on modern lifestyle,
and their connections to the Japanese language.

3. Students will learn effective communication skills to convey information clearly and will be able to actively practice
these skills with others.
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Evaluation Method
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Preparation and Review

This course will be conducted using "Plain Japanese" with controlled vocabulary and expressions. English will be used
supplementarily, but one of this course objectives is to learn about Japanese culture using Japanese and to experience
the connection between the Japanese language and culture. Therefore, students are required to have Japanese language
proficiency at Level 4 (Intermediate) or above.

Classes will be held in person. Students must join the Google Classroom before the first class begins. Attendance at the
first class is mandatory. Students who do not attend the first class will NOT be permitted to join the course from the
second class onwards.

[Course Content]

This course consists of (1) lectures to acquire knowledge about traditional culture, (2) hands-on experiences and
demonstrations of traditional culture, and (3) sharing of reflections and insights. Guest speakers will be invited for each
field to provide deeper knowledge. We will distribute materials as necessary. Students will get opportunities to
experience traditional culture both inside and outside the classroom.
