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This course is designed to help students find a research topic of their own interest and acquire the basic knowledge and
skills to be able to write a paper or give an oral presentation on it.

To this end, students will begin by closely reading excellent domestic and international previous research and setting
their own goals for their own achievement.
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The goal is that by the end of this course, each student will have identified a topic of interest and an understanding of
some of the important previous research in the field.
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Each session, several students are asked to present their work using PowerPoint or Word.During the class hours, active
participation to discussions are expected.
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One-credit courses require 45 hours of study. In lecture and exercise-based classes, one credit consists of 15-30 hours of class time and 30-15 hours of

preparation and review outside of class. In laboratory, practical skill classes, one credit consists of 30-45 hours of class time and 15-0 hours of

preparation and review outside of class.
