Economic revitalization of Sendai and its shopping districts (Japanese)
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Students from diverse cultural backgrounds will participate in discussions and cooperative projects to generate
proposals for solving problems facing the Sendai shopping districts.

Through this class, student will deepen their understanding of Sendai's industry and shopping district, and learn how to
communicate, how to proceed with project work, and how to analyze data. Students will study solutions to problems in
cooperation with other members, and acquire the ability to create presentation materials, make presentations in groups,
and listen to other presentations.
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-Understand the current status of industry, commerce, and domestic/inbound tourism in the Tohoku and Sendai region.
-Visit the shopping districts and formulate specific ideas about how to economically revitalize the shopping districts and
Sendai as a whole.

-Learn how to collaborate with a team to implement a project.

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This class will be given in-person.
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Students are responsible for ensuring that their schedule allows them to come to class on time. If a student wishes to be
excused from a class due to unavoidable reasons, such as illness or a family emergency, it is the responsibility of the
student to inform the instructor of the absence as soon as possible (preferably before the expected absence). Two late
arrivals (10 minutes or more) will be equal one absence. Three missed classes will equal to a failing grade.
