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An introduction to the Sendai dialect through manga (Japanese)
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There are many dialects spoken in Japan. Sendai dialect is one of the Tohoku dialects, and is different from the standard
language. In this class, we will learn about the dialect of Sendai, where you will be living as a student, while reading the
book "4-Panel Sendai Dialect Kokeshi: A Complete Guide to the Sendai Miyagi Dialect." We hope that students from
outside Sendai, including international students, will deepen their understanding of their native dialect and languages
that are different from their native tongue. Those from Sendai should use this as an opportunity to learn more about their
native dialect.

This class will be conducted in Japanese. Your Japanese proficiency should be around N2. In addition, classes will be
held face-to-face.
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1. To become familiar with and interested in the Sendai dialect.
2. To be able to understand the Sendai dialect to a certain extent.
3. To learn about the structure and origins of the Sendai dialect.
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At the beginning, we will give an overview of what kind of dialect Sendai-ben is. Next, we will read the text "4-Panel
Sendai-ben Kokeshi: A Complete Guide to the Sendai Miyagi Dialect." We will explain the dialects that appear in the text,
and also discuss the background of the manga, such as Sendai's nature and culture. We will also discuss what the
dialects and languages of your hometown are like.

2nd and 3rd Sessions: What Kind of Dialect is Sendai-ben? (1)(2)

4th to 13th Sessions: Reading the Text (1) to (10)

14th Session: Summary

15th Session: Exam
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Evaluation will be based on exams and regular grades.
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Preparation and Review Students will need to prepare in advance for about 30 minutes by studying the relevant parts of the text that will be read
in the next class.
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One-credit courses require 45 hours of study. In lecture and exercise-based classes, one credit consists of 15-30 hours of class time and 30-15 hours of
preparation and review outside of class. In laboratory, practical skill classes, one credit consists of 30-45 hours of class time and 15-0 hours of

preparation and review outside of class.
