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Japanese and international students will exchange opinions and cooperate on projects to gain an understanding of
modern Japanese history and culture from a variety of perspectives. The class also aims to provide students with an
understanding of the differences in historical and cultural backgrounds that create various values/worldviews and
diverse intercultural communication skills.
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(This class will be conducted in Japanese. )

The purpose is to grasp Japanese history, culture, and language from diverse perspectives.

And to learn to objectively recognize differences among others with different historic and cultural backgrounds and
interact in a mutually considerate manner.
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Basically, This class can be taken in-person, but online is also possible if necessary.
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There will be an overview of Japanese cultural and intellectual history from the 19th century onward. After several initial
lectures on cultural research methodology, students will give presentations. Students will introduce what historical
events occurred in around modan Japan during the era to which they are assigned, and discuss them with the entire
class. There will also be lectures on the contents of presentations.
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Since there will be individual presentations (about 20 minutes), Students expected to voluntarily develop a plan and
goals and to undertake preparatory learning. Details will be explained in the first class session.
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Classes consist of around 20 people.

International students will have priority in taking courses.

Other
Comments/Instructions
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One-credit courses require 45 hours of study. In lecture and exercise-based classes, one credit consists of 15-30 hours of class time and 30-15 hours of
preparation and review outside of class. In laboratory, practical skill classes, one credit consists of 30-45 hours of class time and 15-0 hours of
preparation and review outside of class.
