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This course aims to explore the art of screenwriting to allow students to share their culture through writing for film. This
course is conducted in English and targets both international and domestic students.

For both international and domestic students, the class will provide opportunities to get a glimpse of different culture or
listen to stories from other countries, and compare and connect them to one’s own culture for further discussion and
creation.

2. Students will be able to work with a partner to finish a short script.
3. Students will effectively engage in interpersonal communication, and exchange opinions and information.
