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This course brings together learners from diverse cultural backgrounds to explore key challenges facing the multicultural
societies in which we live. Students engage in discussion and collaboratively design and implement intercultural projects
that address issues within local communities. By working with individuals who hold different values and perspectives,
students expand their worldviews and develop new ways of thinking and approaches to problem solving. The primary
language of instruction is English, with Japanese used supplementarily as appropriate.
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1. Improve hands-on, action-oriented skills by addressing local community challenges, fostering meaningful dialogue with
external stakeholders, and carrying out "internationalization of the local community projects."”

2. Enhance the ability to collaborate effectively with individuals who hold different values and approaches through group
work.

3. Develop intercultural understanding and commucation skills essential for a multicultural and inclusive society.
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This course addresses region-specific challenges faced by local communities, such as globalization and community
revitalization. Students will collaborate with local community stakeholders to plan and implement cooperative projects
within the course period. To support the projects, several fieldwork sessions will be conducted on-site during weekends.
Details of the fieldwork will be informed in class.
