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Special Topics on Global Issues
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[EBE4£1E] International Cooperation in Education (English)
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This course aims to deepen the understanding of the context of International Development, examining current trends in
International Cooperation in Education and exploring case studies of initiatives implemented by Japan. Students will
analyse the characteristics of educational practices in various countries and regions, and at different levels of education.
Through group work, students will identify key challenges and discuss potential solutions. The primary language of
instruction is English, but Japanese is used complementarily or support the group work.
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1. Acquire an understanding of theories and concepts of International Development and International Cooperation in
Education, and develop ability to identify global challenges from multipole perspectives.

2. Develop the ability to propose solutions to global challenges through group work and reflection on leadership and
citizenship.

3. Develop the ability to adjust communication methods appropriately to suit the language skills, comprehension levels,
and cultural backgrounds of others.
