"Practice-Oriented Research and 
Education" has long been one of 
the core values of Tohoku University, 
whereby the fruits of leading-edge 
research are put to practical use for 
the benefit of society and toward 
improving living standards. 

The Great East Japan Earthquake occurred on 
March 11, 2011 and had a magnitude of 9.0, 
the largest ever recorded in Japan. It inflicted 
extensive damage on the university and the 
surrounding Tohoku region. However, we were 
able to ensure student safety and fortunately 
there were no human losses on our campuses.  
We worked hard to restore the university's 
educational and research infrastructure, and 
were able to start the new academic year two 
months later. The university is deeply grateful 
to all those in Japan and abroad who provided 
encouragement and timely relief efforts.

Tohoku University has officially been selected as a Designated 
National University by the Japanese Government in 2017.
It is one of only ten universities to be selected under this new 
system, which the Japanese ministry of education hopes will 
raise the standard of Japanese institutions and make them more 
globally competitive by providing additional financial support.

Tohoku University's UREX-Tohoku Project is an ambitious plan to establish a world-class research ecosystem by 
empowering early and mid-career researchers and attracting global talent. It is backed by substantial funding from 
the government's Universities for International Research Excellence initiative. As Japan's first university selected 
for the initiative, Tohoku University will receive 15.4 billion JPY (approximately 100 million USD) this fiscal year, and 
some 10 billion JPY annually for the next 25 years.

International students were able to experience firsthand the spirit of 
"Gambari," "Do," and "Shudan-ishiki" through practicing this sparrow 
dance, and the participation in the festival provided a valuable opportunity 
to deepen exchanges with the local people.

Short-Term Student Exchange Programs
Tohoku University has resumed in-person short programs, mainly for students from partner schools.
The university was able to accept students for these programs for the first time in three years due to the relaxing of 
governmental immigration restrictions.

The students experienced the "real Japan" through substantial content, such as seminars on Japanese culture, collaborative 
study with Tohoku University students, and exchange activities.

Japanese levels 
are numbered 1 (beginner) through 6 (advanced). Students can select classes matching 
their levels on a range of subjects, such as comprehensive Japanese, reading, listening, 
writing, usage, kanji, etc. Students can also participate in International Co-Learning 
Seminars on a variety of topics together with local students. Students in level 5 (upper 
intermediate) or higher can take seminars on Japanese culture.

Sendai is characterized by a very moderate climate, yet you can experience the beauty 
of the four seasons.  Summer temperatures sometimes exceed 30℃, but the average 
year-round climate is a relatively pleasant 14℃.  In winter, temperatures below —3℃ and 
snowfall of a meter or more are very rare.
