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In this course, students will learn about the current state and challenges of Japanese society by meeting and interacting
with people they rarely encounter at university. Students will consider various social issues as their own concerns and
think about what they can do as members of society and as students.

In the first few sessions, through talks by practitioners, students will learn about social issues facing Japan and the
Sendai region, particularly regarding community maintenance and revitalization. Next, students will search for social
activities of interest, participate in them, and conduct interviews with practitioners. Finally, students will compile what
they have practiced and researched and disseminate it in multiple languages.

This course is conducted in Japanese by both domestic and international students. Through interaction not only with
students from various countries and regions but also with people in the Sendai community, students will acquire social
etiquette, communication skills, and collaborative abilities.
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1. Learn about and deepen understanding of the challenges facing modern Japanese society, including community
maintenance and revitalization.

2. Learn about Easy Japanese.

3. Acquire social skills such as methods for participating in activities and conducting interviews.

4. Develop communication abilities, collaborative skills, and the ability to disseminate information.
