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PBL in Multicultural Environment
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Creating a Short Film through International Collaboration (Japanese)
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This course aims to deepen multicultural understanding and cultivate advanced intercultural communication skills
through the collaborative production of short films by students from diverse linguistic and cultural backgrounds.The
course will be conducted in a practical format centered on group work. Specifically, each group will select an original
short story, discuss its interpretation, and proceed through plot development, scriptwriting, filming, and editing to
complete a short film. While learning the basics of filmmaking (scriptwriting and editing), students will aim to enhance
their practical collaborative and problem-solving abilities.The language of instruction is Japanese. International students
are required to have Japanese proficiency equivalent to JLPT N2 or higher.
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1. Acquire practical intercultural communication skills and multicultural perspectives through collaboration with students
from diverse backgrounds.

2. Acquire the fundamental knowledge and technical skills necessary to adapt a short story into film (screenwriting,
directing, and editing).

3. Enhance collaborative problem-solving and project management capabilities through the execution of team projects.
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The 15-week course will proceed as outlined below. Please note that the schedule may be adjusted based on the
progress of the projects.

Production Process & Intermediate Deliverables (30%) Evaluated based on the analysis of the source material, the
quality of the plot and script, and creativity in filming and editing techniques.
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Final Project & Presentation (30%) Evaluated based on the artistic quality and completeness of the final short film, as
well as performance during the screening presentation and Q&A session.
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Students are expected to actively collaborate with group members outside of class hours for discussions, scheduling,
filming, and editing. While the time required will vary depending on progress, please expect to spend an amount of time
equivalent to, or exceeding, regular class hours.

WETY, Yes.
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This course will be conducted in person (face-to-face). The class size is limited to 30 students. If the number of
applicants exceeds the limit, a lottery will be held.
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One-credit courses require 45 hours of study. In lecture and exercise-based classes, one credit consists of 15-30 hours of class time and 30-15 hours of
preparation and review outside of class. In laboratory, practical skill classes, one credit consists of 30-45 hours of class time and 15-0 hours of

preparation and review outside of class.
