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Understanding International Issues
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Immigration and Refugee Issues on Films
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In the globalized world since the second half of the 20th century, issues of "human movement," such as refugees and
immigrants, have become important issues. Even in Japan, where the birthrate is declining and the population is aging,
accepting immigrants is considered essential to make up for labor shortages, but discourse against immigrants and
foreigners is also prominent.

This lecture will use films as guides to explain the current situation and challenges facing refugees and immigrants in the
modern world, taking as examples European countries that were once countries that sent immigrants and refugees, and
European countries that are currently countries that accept immigrants and refugees. Through discussion, students will
be able to think independently about this issue, seeing it as their own issues.
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Using case studies, students will understand the changes in international society caused by regional integration and
separation from the late 20th century to the present.

Students will also understand the history and current situation of refugee and immigration issues, particularly in Europe.
Based on above mentioned, students will be able to clarify their own thoughts on these issues and discuss the future of
Japan.
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The pace and content will be adjusted flexibly depending on the student's situation.
Google Classroom will be used as the teaching support system.
